WELCOME
Northern Ireland Orienteering, on behalf of British Orienteering, is pleased to host two IOF World Ranking Events as part of the annual Jan Kjellström International Festival of Orienteering, and invites competitors to take part in the weekend’s events.

VENUES
The venue for the Sprint race is Stranmillis University College that is located within 2km of Belfast City Centre. The venue for the Long Distance race is Slieve Croob that is located between the towns of Ballynahinch and Castlewellan in mid County Down, and is approx 40 km south of Belfast.

EVENT CENTRE
Information for competitors will be available from the Donard Room in the Refectory Building at Stranmillis College on Thursday 21 April (16.00 to 21.00) and Friday 22 April (10.00 to 21.00); and at the Information Point at the events on the Saturday and Sunday (09.00 to 16.30) and Monday (0900 to 14.00). The Refectory building at Stranmillis College contains the Chatz Restaurant that will be open during the competition period on the Friday. Outdoor food traders will be present at the assembly areas of the events on the other days.
TRAVEL AND COACH TRANSPORT
Northern Ireland has good air and sea links. Belfast is served by regular coach services from both Belfast airports, and from Dublin Airport. Stranmillis College is well served by Belfast public transport and details are available on the event website at www.jk2011.org.uk/index.php?pg=transportlinks
The Organisers have arranged coach transport from Stranmillis College to the events on Days 2, 3, and 4. This option will also include transport to and from the entertainment on the Sunday evening in Newcastle. On the Monday the coaches will return competitors to Belfast bus and rail stations, ports and airports. 

With the Relay prizegiving scheduled for 13.00 on the Monday, the coaches will leave the event site between 13.30 and 14.00. Given the likely heavy Easter traffic, competitors are advised to book return flights from 17.00 onwards on the Monday.

 The cost of the coach transport for the three days will be £36 per adult, £6 for children under 12, and for two days £24 per adult, £4 for children, and should be booked when entering.

ACCOMMODATION AND FOOD
Accommodation for up to 500 competitors is available in the student halls at Stranmillis College which is also the location of the BOF AGM and Junior Quiz on Saturday evening. Accommodation will be available from Thursday the 21st to the following Monday.  The cost of a standard single room with buffet breakfast is £30.00 per night.  Evening meals can be booked when entering for Friday night (£12.00 for a three course meal) and Saturday night (£10 for a buffet meal).
Alternative accommodation that may be more attractive to competitors with young families, are budget hotels where Premier Inns is a BOF Affiliate and bookings can by made by way of the BOF website. Premier Inns have four hotels in the Greater Belfast area.

TERRAIN
Friday 22 April – WRE Sprint at Stranmillis University College and Queen’s Elms Village
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The Stranmillis’ grounds provide a beautiful and peaceful rural haven in the urban sprawl of Belfast while the adjacent Queen’s Elms Village consists entirely of 48 tightly packed accommodation blocks that appear similar but each has its own individuality providing challenges for the unwary orienteer. Set in the parkland environment of Stranmillis College are a variety of academic and administrative buildings both old and new, accommodation blocks, and recreation grounds. It is an undulating site with Stranmillis House standing on the high point. 
The map, that conforms to the IOF ISSOM standard, was surveyed by Remo Madella in January 2010, and will be presented at a scale of 1:4,000 with a contour interval of 2.5m.

Sunday 24 April – WRE Long Distance event at Slieve Croob
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First used in 1986 as the venue for the Irish Championships, Slieve Croob, which rises to 534m, is a fine example of Irish open mountainside with fast underfoot conditions. The event area has now been extended to over 10sq km taking in to the south and west Slievegarron and Cratlieve that includes a small but nicely contoured forest. The terrain offers a high technical challenge by virtue of the complexity of its significant rock, marsh, and contour detail. It is crossed by a number of wire fences that will have some marked crossing points, and has stone walls and earthbanks on the lower slopes. Whilst visibility is good in fine weather, mist is common.

The map, that conforms to the IOF ISOM standard, was surveyed by Deeside Leisure Maps and Stirling Surveys in May 2010, and will be presented for the WRE competition at a scale of 1:15,000 with a contour interval of 5.0m.
PREVIOUS MAP
A copy of the previous map of Slieve Croob will be placed on the event website prior to the event. Copies can also be obtained by contacting info@jk2011.org.uk As Stranmillis College is being used for the first time for the Sprint event, no previous map is available.
EMBARGOED AREAS
Both of the areas described above have been embargoed as per the Competition Rules of British Orienteering, and have been registered on their website at www.britishorienteering.org.uk/page/embargoed_areas The embargo extends to anyone who through their knowledge of the terrain or the events could influence the WRE results.
CLIMATE
Northern Ireland has a temperate climate with day-time temperatures in April normally in the range of 10 to 15 degrees Celsius, but daily conditions can vary from pure sunshine to mist and heavy rain.

All entry fees will be payable in Pounds Sterling.
START TIMES
Start times for the WRE Sprint (Day 1) will be based on the reverse order of the IOF World Rankings i.e the highest ranked competitors starting last. Start times for the WRE Long Distance (Day 3) will be based on the reverse order of the M21E and W21E results from Day 2 (Middle Distance) with the Day 2 winners starting last.
CLOTHING
Full body cover, with short sleeves permitted, has to be worn on all days apart from Day 1 where shorts and/or singlets may be worn. The carrying of cagoules (rain proof top) may be recommended, or made compulsory depending on the expected weather. A notice of this requirement will be placed at the Clear and Check SI stations near to the Start, and will be enforced by the Start Team. 
SAFETY
In view of the exposed nature of the terrain on days 2, 3, and 4, all competitors will be checked as to whether they are carrying a whistle, have their race number, and if required have a cagoule. It is a requirement that all competitors carry a whistle.. A NO GO policy will be enforced by the Start team if any of these items are not carried.

All competitors compete at their own risk and the Organisers take no responsibility for accidents or items lost or stolen.
